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I live now in a suburban area of Kolkata. There
are many stray dogs, as it’s usually found in most of
the places everywhere. They mate, breed and
multiply just like any other animal. I’ve seen it
happening umpteen times, never paid any close
attention to it.

A stray bitch gave birth to five pups in my
neighbour’s premises. The neighbours didn’t disturb
them. That she loves the pups is obvious. She suckles
them periodically several times in a day without fail
and licks and grooms them often.

She
engages them in playful mock fights to make pups fit
for the world. The pups grow up and leave the mother
without any link between them. The grownups lead
normal life as usual as others. The repetition goes on
and on since time immemorial.

Now, enlarge your focus to a wide angled view,
and see that all other living beings – cats, cows,
buffaloes, et al — are doing the same. This is the law
of Nature. I witnessed only in the pigeons – both the
partners – share responsibility of raising the next
progeny equally in nest building, hatching the eggs

and feeding chicks till they are able to fly away leaving
the nest empty. In all other cases, it’s the mother’s
duty to bring up the next generation. The mother
does it even at the risk of death. Once, David Hare –
the founding principal of Hare School of 18th century
Calcutta  –  went on hunting.  He spotted a deer.
When he aimed at the deer, she fled away beyond
his range leaving the calf behind. Mr. Hare picked up
the calf and the deer came running near to Hare in a
bid to rescue the calf, risking her own life. Out of
compassion, Hare didn’t kill her.

Such is the case of all mothers. They – humans
and animals alike — sacrifice everything for the
offspring. Well, it’s not a sacrifice either. It’s the
bounden duty of every species to ensure the
continuation of the race. The offspring, in return, are
not supposed to do anything for the forebears. The
older generation dies usually due to aging – gradual
weakening, starving or whatever. None grumbles. It’s
nature at its work.

Among humans, fathers also share responsibility
in raising the kids.  

In contravention of this natural law humans
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behave in a different manner. They retain emotional
links with their   children with love and affection.
Traditionally, in India and many other countries the
children used to respect the elders, take care of them
in every respect in old age. That tradition is seriously
under threat of disruption. HelpAge India reports 60%
of Indian elderly suffer from abuse – physical and
mental torture – from sons and daughters-in-law. The
curve is a rising one in all strata of society from slum
dwellers to pretty well-off. Any attempt at reversing
the trend is bound to end in futility. The problem is
very complicated with no easy solution. It’s actually
a hangover of a deep rooted wrong tradition. Nature
didn’t intend the offspring owe any obligation to the
progenitors. Their only duty is to raise the next
generation in a befitting manner. And the process
goes on in perpetuity.

All the troubles the society is facing today is due
to clinging tenaciously to this man made custom. It’s
time to break free from this long standing practice.
It’s not easy, though it’s also occurring in some
sporadic cases. It needs to be universal.

Your duty is to give the best education to your
children within your capacity without mortgaging
your old age security. Don’t treat it as an investment
for reaping dividends in old age. Make adequate
provisions –in whatever form may be – for happy
living in your golden years. Lapses on this count will
land you to the current troubles the society is facing
today. And then sever relationships totally with
children. They shouldn’t stay with you and share your
property. It has been seen as staying in the same
house creates more problems. Leave them free to
chart their own career path. 

However, it’s welcome if you can maintain cordial
relations with your children living jointly or
independently.

Seems impossible? Then condemn yourself to
undue suffering – physical and mental torture in your
old age. HelpAge and others should not find fault with
the emerging trend.

In this fast changing world, brisk adaptability is
the name of the game of survival. Embrace it, the
sooner the better. Or go to hell.
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The digging was at its peak. It had started on the
thirteenth day, when we had arrived at this hillock of
Khentii after travelling almost half of Mongolia.

We were the chosen ones to carry the remains
of the Khan. Five hundred of us were doing the
digging assiduously, another five hundred stood
guard. We began our work at the break of dawn and
continued till the sun bathed the undulating waters
of Onon in saffron colours with its last rays.

Not a soul should wander to this part of the world,
those who strayed, met with death. No human was
left who had seen the Khan’s last journey. A journey
which had a convoy of a thousand men and two
thousand horses. A thousand rode by us and another
thousand horses to carry the wealth acquired from
the plunders all across Eurasia.

The trampling of the horses, the jingling of the
precious metals inside hundreds of boxes easily
concealed the jiggling of the bottle of potion inside
my fur coat.

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be still breathing. Such that our spirits would be
trapped inside protecting the Great Khan and his
worldly treasures.

As the evening approached we were done with
the digging. We rested. Our men were scattered all
over the hillock. The air bore the musty smell of damp
fur coats, horse dungs, liquor, the smoke of raw meat
getting roasted and the stench of the corpse awaiting
to be laid in peace.

The darkness then covered the Khentii mountains
in a blanket. The men were inebriated on the last
night of their lives.

“It’s time Jebe.” I thought.
I slipped quietly to the other side of the hillock

and gulped down the potion in a few sips. In some
time I saw myself dissolve into thin air, into the dark
night.

As the soft rays of sun struggled to make its way
through the curtains of fog, they started to lower the
casket containing the Khan’s remains into the
sepulchre.

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According to the great Hindu epic, the
Ramayana, Lord Rama performed the Chandi
Puja (holy prayer) for nine days to invoke the
help of Goddess Durga, to defeat Ravana, the
demon king who had abducted his wife Sita. The
goddess divulged the secret of slaying the demon
to him. ‘Dassehra’ (the tenth day), marks the
triumph of Lord Rama over the ten-headed
demon king. Since then, the festival of Dassehra,
also known as Vijayadashmi (the victorious tenth
day), has been celebrated with great gusto by all
Hindus throughout the length and breadth of
India. Making it one of the most vibrant and
widespread celebrations in the world.

The festival of Dussehra begins with the
worship of the goddess during ‘Navratri’ (9
nights) - three days each, devoted to the worship
of the goddess in her many manifestations – as
Durga (goddess of valour), Lakshmi, (goddess
of wealth) and Saraswati (goddess of
knowledge). Though meat and alcohol are taboo
to most Hindus during the nine days of Navratri;
prayer, fasting, feasting and merrymaking take

precedence over all normal daily activities.
Navratri culminates in Mahanavami when nine
young girls representing the nine forms of
Goddess Durga are worshipped during Kanya
Puja. It is believed that any new venture started
on Dussehra is bound to be successful. To this
day, all undertakings, be it building a house,
forging a new alliance, even initiating a child into
school - are started on this day, if possible.
Vijayadashmi is also celebrated as Ayuthya or
Vishwakarma Puja when one rests and worships
the implements of one’s profession. The most
fascinating thing about the Dussehra festival
however, is that it is celebrated in remarkably
different ways throughout the sub-continent.
Varying greatly due to diversity of culture and
custom, over so vast a land.

In Northern India, the festival wears the
colourful garb of Ramlila wherein various
incidents from Lord Rama’s life are enacted,
through plays, recitations and music. At
Ramnagar, 14 km from Varanasi, a unique
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month-long Ramlila is held annually, under the
patronage of the Maharaja of Banaras popularly
known as ‘Kashi Naresh’ and revered as an avtar
of Lord Shiva by the populace. This Ramlila has
been performed here since the 18th century. The
same script and dialogues are enacted and the
lineage of the performers is still maintained. Even
today, there are no microphones or flood lights
used. The performance literally transports you
to different worlds, as it travels from nearby town
to town, followed by its audience! The other
attraction here, is the royal procession of Kashi
Naresh as he emerges from his massive 17th

century fort in full regalia, accompanied by
fanfare on a decorated elephant. The fort houses
a museum displaying the Maharaja’s collections
including vintage cars, royal palanquins, ivory
work, antique clocks and an armoury of swords
and old guns. This year, the Ramnagar Ramlila
will begin on 29th September.

The most important ritual for Kashmiri
Pandits is a visit to the temple of Kheer Bhawani
during the festival. Among the Punjabis, the
Navaratras are taken as a period of worshipping
Sherawali Ma (the one who rides the tiger)
fasting, and feeding the poor. In Kulu in
Himachal Pradesh, the celebrations have a
completely different flavour. Against the
backdrop of the snow-capped Himalayas,
villagers dressed at their colourful best,
accompanied by pipes and drums, bring local
deities from little temples in the hills, in
procession to a clearing amongst the trees where
everyone assembles to pay homage to Kulu’s
reigning deity, Raghunathji a manifestation of
Lord Rama. Dancing and singing his praises as
they frolic, chariots held aloft, during the endless
week-long festivities. The Kulu Dussehra draws
international clientele.

During Navratri, the holy river Ganga is
venerated as a goddess. Thousands of oil lamps
are set afloat as ‘Ganga Puja’ is performed at

twilight all along its shores as it flows down from
Himalayan snows to holy towns like Rishikesh,
Haridwar, Garh-Mukteswar, Prayagraj and
Varanasi to the Bay of Bengal. Devotees flock to
these spots and Varanasi with its beautiful ghats
in particular, to bathe in its holy waters and soak
in the wonder of it all.

Being a religious town, Dussehra is celebrated
with a lot of festivity and revelry in Prayagraj.
The boom of nagaaras, the fragrance of lobaan
rising from Navaratri havans mingled with the
sweetness of Harsingar flowers linger in the air.
In some localities, the Durga Puja pandals
dominate the festivities, in others the Raamlila
draws crowds. But it is the quaint custom of
‘Ramdal’ that has ensured Prayagraj a permanent
seat in any discussion on unique Dussehra
traditions.

It is said that the Ramdal tableaux called
jhankis, depicting mythical and historical
characters from the Ramayana, began in the 19th

century during British rule. Seized by a sense of
pride and occasion, all through the day there is
feverish activity as horses and elephants are
spruced up and localities vie with each other to
create the most imaginative ‘jhankis’ depicting
Dasaratha Vilap, Kewat Samvaad, Sita Haran, one
more eclectic than the other. Traffic restrictions
are imposed as crowds congregate to see the
majestic display of glittering tableaux, painted
elephants and decorated horses winding along
the streets from nightfall to daybreak. The
rooftops of the shops and even the trees are
packed with spectators. If the Sheshnaag
mesmerises the audience, the tableau depicting
the death of Jatayu leaves them spellbound. Ram
and Sita reposing on a silver howdah atop an
elephant enthral the devotees. Religious songs
spill onto the gaily-lit streets where stalls sell
festive foods, trinkets, and idols to merrymakers.
In the wee hours, emerge the ‘shringar jhankis’
bedecked sometimes with flowers, at others, with

jewels or gold. Dushehra celebrations come to
end on dashmi with the burning of the effigy of
Ravana. Prayagraj provides one with the rare
chance to re-live the traditions of ancient India.

Dussehra is celebrated with intense fervour
and zest, by Bengalis in West Bengal and across
the globe, in the form of Durga Puja. Magnificent
idols of Ma Durga resplendent with crowns and
ornaments made from tinsel and banana stem
are worshipped in elaborate festooned ‘pandals’,
as localities compete to outdo each other.
Devotees wear new clothes and entertain with
music, dance and drama. This is also an occasion
to satisfy the famous Bengali sweet tooth. To their
further delight, enterprising halwais like
Haldiram’s now offer Durga Puja sweets packed
and delivered the same day to relatives and
friends from all over the globe ordered via the
internet. On the ninth day, these idols are carried
out in procession for ‘visarjan’ (immersion) in a
river or pond.

Throughout the Hindu kingdom of Nepal the
goddess Durga in all her manifestations is
appeased through innumerable pujas and
offerings during the fifteen-day ‘Dassain’
celebrations. Public festivities begin with the
royal ‘Fulpati’ parade. On Kalratri, hundreds of
animals are ritually sacrificed at mother goddess
temples. Naturally, a night of feasting follows.
The Taleju temple is open to the public only once
a year, on Navami, thousands pay their respects.
On Dashami, people honour their family elders,
and receive blessings in the form of ‘tika’ (large
red smears of vermilion paste and rice on their
foreheads). As families and friends unite, feasts
are consumed and everyone gambles to welcome
Lakshmi the goddess of wealth. A few years ago,
thamel.com, one of Nepal’s pioneer e-commerce
sites, began doing brisk business selling goats
online. “It was great, seeing the surprise and
delight on the faces of people as we made
deliveries,” says their CEO. “Some even thought

the goat had flown all the way to Kathmandu!
They would ask after their family in the US.”
What’s more, senders are emailed a digital
picture of the grinning recipient with the hapless
‘gift’!

The most enthralling thing about celebrating
Navratri in Gujarat are the endless nights of
dancing. In public squares, open grounds and
every street, people in dazzling attire swirl,
swinging dandia sticks to disco tunes, clapping
to garba beats and singing devotional songs
throughout the nine nights of Navratri. The
temples of Goddess Amba Mataji overflow with
devotees. In Maharashtra, devotees don’t
remove the flower garland that is put each day
on the idol or image of the deity. After nine days
all nine are removed together. An elephant is
drawn with rangoli and young girls are invited
to eat, play, dance and sing.

South India, celebrates the festival as
Navarathri. The Mysore Palace is illuminated for
a whole month and caparisoned elephants lead
a colourful procession through the gaily-
decorated streets. Dolls and trinkets are
artistically arranged in tiers by young girls.
Friends and relatives visit each other’s homes to
exchange greetings. Torchlight parades and
dance and musical events enliven the tranquil
city.

Navarathri Kolu or the ‘dolls festival’ has its
origins in the villages of South India. In Tamil
Nadu, Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka, families
create elaborate five to seven tiered tableaux to
display their dolls (Bommai Kolu). The dolls
painted in bright colours, representing various
mythological characters and episodes from the
epics, symbolises the visit of the goddess to one’s
home. People visit their friends and relatives,
exchange gifts and feast on ‘Sundal’ a sweet
made with chickpeas. Floor decorations called
Kolams are painstakingly done everyday. On
Vijayadashmi, students place their books,
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musical instruments and, ankle bells, if they are
dancers, at the altar of goddess Saraswathi, and
pay homage to their teachers. This sacred ritual
is known as “Vidyarambham”.

In Kerala, Navrathri signifies the auspicious
beginning of a child’s formal education. On
Navami, Goddess Saraswathi is honoured by
worshipping books and the arts. Thousands
throng to the Saraswathi temple at Kottayam to
take a dip in the mysterious holy pond whose
source is yet unknown. Large gatherings are also
seen at the famous temples at Thekkegram
(Palghat), in which there are no idols - only huge
mirrors. A devotee finds himself bowing before
his own reflection which indicates that God is

within us.
In far away Delhi, on Dussehra day, as

evening approaches, an elaborate procession
leads to the Ram Lila grounds where crowds
congregate to watch actors dressed as Rama
shooting flaming arrows at giant effigies of the
ten-headed demon Ravana, his son and brother
- Meghnath and Kumbhakarna, symbolising the
triumph of good over evil. The cracker-stuffed
effigies explode into the night sky to the cheers
of thousands of spectators as they return home,
their faith in divine justice renewed.
